Rod, Tighe and | have been searching the annals trying to identify the people and their
chiefs who became the O Donoghue of the Glen. Of course, the story that Olaf Mor



designated two sons, Cathal and Conchur, chiefs of two septs that he created will not
wash because the yDNA evidence says that the two septs are different tribes, and we
know that the present O Donoghue of the Glen, Geoffrey Paul Vincent is in the Glen

group.

We are speculating that the Glen sept are O Donoghues of Caiseal who migrated from
Tipperary in the 12th Century as did the McCarthies and O Sullivans - both Eoghanachta
Caiseal, like the O Donoghues of Tipperary. These O Donoghues may have decided to
form an alliance with the O Donoghue branch of the Ui Echach, now the O Donoghue
Mor although there is evidence of early hostility between the two septs.

We have two clear-cut new O Donoghue Mors in Daniel J Donoghue and Patrick B
Donoghue. Dan is very closely related to me. His folks were in Castlegregory on the
Dingle Peninsula (Tralee Bay) when mine were in a far-off townland of Glenflesk. My
folks are further displaced than Dan's for O D Mor. So something may have induced an
ancestor of mine to move but not long before the 19th Century. That

something may have been an attractive cailin - known to happen. Patrick B is a perfect
fit with Cathy Preusser's father, so we should be able to work out the relationship there.
